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Purpose

 The IROS 2000 Conference will be held in Takamatsu, Japan on October 30 - November 5, 2000, which is after IECON-2000, Nagoya, Japan (Oct. 22-28), to provide the opportunity of presenting papers and discussing common issues in robotics to robotics researchers, engineers and practitioners in the world. Paper Submission

 For full-length paper submission, six copies in IEEE camera-ready format including figures and drawings must be prepared. Six pages are allowed for each paper. Up to four additional pages will be permitted with a charge of JPY 20,000 for each additional page. Papers should be sent to the respective regional Program Co-chair . 
Special Sessions

 Special sessions are intended to provide the session which introduces timely and new research topics, or successful applications and case studies. Proposals for special sessions should be submitted to one of the Special Session Co-chairs. Each special session consists of four papers, which will be reviewed through the normal process. The proposal should be submitted by the organizer of the special session, and should include a brief statement of the purpose, discussed topics and the abstract of each paper which will be submitted to the session. The full paper submission will be requested to follow the regular paper submission instruction. In a case enough number of papers will not be accepted, the session will be cancelled and all accepted papers for the session will be dealt with as the regular session paper.
Tutorials and Workshops

 Half day and Full day tutorials and workshop will be held on October 31, November 4 and 5, 2000. Proposals should include: (1) statement of objectives and background, (2) intended audiences, (3) a complete list of speakers and their affiliations, (4) a detailed list of topics. Three copies of each proposal should be submitted by to one of three Tutorial/Workshop Co-chairs.
